


4. The Navajo Nation filed a Motion to Disqualify LaVonne
Tsosie in October of 2009 &and the Court ordered such
disqualification on October 19, 2009.

5. LaVonne Tsosie filed a Motion for Reconsideration but
later filed a Motion to Withdraw and was allowed to withdraw from
the case on November 2, 2009.

The Navajo Nation Bar Association Disciplinary Committee has
concluded that LaVonne Tsosie agreed to represent the mother in an
action filed by her former employer, the Navajo Nation. Rule 1.9
provides that a lawyer who has formerly represented a client in a
matter shall not thereafter represent another person in the same or
substantially related matter unless the former client consents
after consultation. Rule 1.11 also provides that a lawyer shall
not represent a private client in connection with a matter in which
the lawyer participated personally and substantially as the public
officer or employee, unless the appropriate government agency
consents after consultation. Since Ms. Tsosie represented the
mother without the consent of the Navajo Nation the, Committee
concludes that she has violated the Rules of Professional Conduct
and hereby publically reprimands her for such conduct. The

Respondent is encouraged to refrain from any such behavior in the
future.
